Introduction





A book of extended abstract will be provided to each registered participant before the symposium starts. To assist you in preparing your extended abstract and to provide a consistent format, please adhere to the following instructions. The length of the extended abstracts is limited to 2 A4 (21 x 29,7 cm) pages (no exceptions). Extended abstracts should not include a separate abstract or summary.





Page Layout and Fonts





Manuscripts must be formatted with 25 mm margins (sides, top and bottom). Please use 10 point 'Times New Roman' or similar font for the text. Please align the text in two columns with the same width and a distance of 4.0 mm between both columns. Do not number the pages. Please remember that your manuscript will be published as received and will not be edited.





Manuscript Formatting





The first line of the title should begin directly below the top margin. The title should be in bold letters (22 points), centred across the page and with a line spacing of 22 points. After one blank line (12 points), the authors' name and affiliation should follow, centred and with a font size of 12 points. Please separate author's lines by 1 blank line (12 points), if more than one author is named. Authors' affiliation should not constitute complete postal addresses. Four blank lines (12 points) should follow the last affiliation. The section headings should be preceded by one blank line and followed by one blank line (12 points each), whereas the section headings have a font size of 16 points and a line spacing of 18 points. The following text body should have a line spacing of 12 points and a font size of 10 points.





Figures, Equations and References





Figures should be inserted in the text at an appropriate position, not collected together at the end. Figures should be sharp black and white line drawings or half tones. Abstracts will be printed on both sides of the paper to commence on the next available page. No guarantee can therefore be given that particular pages will be printed to face each other. Figures, which must be viewed together, should be displayed on the same page. If a large number of equations are used, these should be numbered. The International System of Units (SI units) should be used throughout the manuscript. Please try to limit the maximum number of references to 4 and the maximum number of figures to 2.The extended abstracts should not exceed two A4 pages with a maximum of 800 words.





Submission





When complete, convert the extended abstract to Adobe Portable Document Format (PDF). The file size should not exceed 1 Mb.

On this page, you can upload your abstract as many times as you wish. Only the last version will be taken into account for the review process.
